Situation: Each year, the Scientific and Statistical Committee (SSC) completes a methodol ogy
review to help assure new or significantly modified methodol ogies employed to estimate impacts
of the Council’ s salmon management use the best available science. Thisreview is preparatory to
the Council’s adoption, at the November meeting, of all anticipated methodology changes to be
implemented in the coming season, or, in certain limited cases, of providing directionsfor handling
any unresolved methodol ogy problems prior to the formulation of salmon management options in
March. Becausethere isinsufficient timeto review new or modified methods at the March meeting,
the Council may reject their useif they have not been approved the preceding November.

Canadian stocks and fisheries.
